General Information 

All students under the age of 18 must be registered in an educational program. 
It is the duty and responsibility of each student to attend all assigned classes. 

 
Absence Reporting Procedure 

Parents are required to report student absences by calling the Toll free number 1-844-305-3756 with the 

reason for an absence, or by a note preferably before an absence occurs and/or on the day of the absence. 

Parents may also report and view absences through the SchoolMessenger app, which can be used from a 

computer or handheld device.  Parents are urged to have a secure PIN for accessing SchoolMessenger.  

Parent/guardian approval is required for all absences for students under 18 years of age.  Students leaving 

the school at any point during the school day must report to the Office to Sign-Out. Notes can be handed in 

to the office before classes begin or on your break.   

 

Work Missed Due To an Absence 

Students are expected to: 

ǒ complete all work missed during any absence.  
ǒ contact all teachers regarding missed work upon return to class after any absence.  
ǒ write/hand in tests/assignments missed because of an absence immediately on your 

return to school.  
ǒ contact your teachers ahead of time if you know of a future absence, in order to inquire about 

assignments and tests, which might be missed.  
ǒ have parents/guardians contact the Attendance Secretary to arrange for work to be sent home in the 

case of an extended illness (three days or more). 

 

Consequences of an Absence 

If a student is absent from any assigned classes without prior permission, the automated system will call 

home that evening. A ñskippedò class may result in detentions, call home by teachers, meetings with parents, 

Vice Principal or attendance counsellor, or referral to outside agencies etc.  When students are on school 

premises, they are to be in attendance in each of their scheduled classes or scheduled school activity; 

otherwise they are considered truant.
